UM’s counseling tracks include preparations for careers in Clinical 
Mental Health Counseling settings, Couples and Family Counseling, 
and School Counseling.

All tracks are accredited by the Council for Accreditation of Coun-
seling Related Educational Programs (CACREP), meet the academic 
requirements for Alabama’s LPC credential and individuals who 
choose Couples and Family Counseling are eligible to pursue the 
Licensed Marriage and Family Therapist (LMFT) license.

All coursework must be completed with a minimum overall GPA 
of 3.0 (3.25 for School Counseling). The Counseling Preparation 
Comprehensive Exam must be satisfactorily completed.

•	 Admissions essay (four to six paragraphs 
on professional aspirations and goals)

•	 Current curriculum vitae or résumé

•	 Fingerprint/background clearance 
(School Counseling ONLY)

Conditional admission is available in some circumstances 
to students who have not satifactorily met all admission 
requirements.
