M.A./M.Ed. in English and Education

(55 credits, three years)

This dual degree offers certification and criteria
fulfillment to teach grades 6-12, dual enrollment
and college courses. It strengthens your credentials
for teaching AP or IB English courses. It also
prepares you for Ph.D. or MFA programs through
scholarly research or creative work. You will hold
two degrees: one in English and one in education.

M.A. in English

(30 credits, two years)

This degree helps you develop publishable research
and writing in literary scholarship, creative writing,
professional writing or the applied humanities.

It provides preparation for humanities-related
professional fields, college-level teaching or for
further graduate work through Ph.D. or MFA
programs. Your degree will be in English. This
degree does not certify you to teach grades 6-12.

M.Ed. with Criteria Fulfillment

(46 credits, two years)
